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Memory Stick Backup Reminder 

Have you ever lost a data stick and wished you had backed it up. These simple to use files offer you the opportunity to backup your data stick everytime you place it into a pc. The standard auto-start window opens and offers you a list of actions, one of which will be to backup your memory stick.  You decide if you want to back it up or not. 

A full copy is made of your memory stick and stored on the pc you are working on.  If you were to lose the memory stick you simply obtain a new memory stick of the same size, or larger, and retrieve all your files from the last pc the memory stick was backed up on. It could not be simplier. 

Each memory stick must have its own name or else the files will be merged or overwritten from the same named memory sticks.   Files deleted from your memory stick will still exist in the backup.
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To add the files to your memory stick, enable macros via the options button above.  Click on the button above and the “Create DataStick BackUp” form will appear asking you to identify which drive you have placed your memory stick in and the name of the memory stick (the name you wish to use).  

Read the Terms and Conditions, and agree to them.  When you are ready click on the “Create Files for your Data Stick” button. The details will be validated.   The files will then be created on your memory stick.  

I found a memory stick but I don't know who it belongs to?  Why not include your name in the name of the memory stick. When you use your name always prefix it with an identifier so you can tell your memory sticks a part, like 1_Joe_Bloggs, Purple_Joe_Bloggs, etc. 
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Why not include an icon made from a picture of you!

To test the success of setting up the application, remove the memory stick.  Return the memory stick into the usb and check the AutoPlay menu appears.  You should see the stick name, and the option to back it up.  At this point you will have no Icon appearing, you need to create one and add it to the memory stick.   If no menu appears you need to have AutoRun enabled (see our web page for help - msbu.26000bricks.org.uk/autorun.html)
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If this is a pc that you have access to, the system will create a folder on it and then make your first backup.
